Background

A nurse practitioner is a registered nurse who has completed additional university study. They have the
experience, expertise and legal authority to diagnose and treat people of all ages with various health
conditions.

Australia currently has 2,251 nurse practitioners. Approximately one third of them work in regional, rural
and remote areas. Nurse practitioners care for people in many different areas of our health system.
These include hospitals, nursing homes, mental health services, and community-based primary
healthcare services such as general practice and Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Centres.

As part of providing care, a nurse practitioner may:

e Perform advanced health assessments

e Provide preventative healthcare

e Diagnose and treat short-term and long-term illnesses

e Provide a complete episode of care without oversight from a medical practitioner
e Prescribe any medicine within their scope of practice

e Request any testing, such as blood tests and x-rays

e Refer patients to other health professionals

Nurse practitioners can provide services that attract patient rebates through Medicare and prescribe
medicines with subsidy by the Pharmaceutical Benefits Scheme (PBS).

Nurse Practitioners work as key members of the healthcare team and collaborate with other nurses and
healthcare professionals like GPs to ensure the best health outcomes for their patients.
